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Natural History - Salvage








BEWARE


Specimens and taxidermy can contain hazardous materials, arsenic, mercury etc, so always wear respirator and protective clothing.





HANDlING


Wear gloves


Handle by bases and support at all times.


Keep all information with the specimen.

















PROTECTION IN-SITU


(If items cannot be removed)





Place near walls and cover with polythene.





Order of Removal to Safe Area





Priority Items from room/s of greatest risk.





Remainder of items.














Natural History - First Aid








WET


Taxidermy can be dried with a hair-dryer on a cool setting accompanied by a gentle rearrangement of fur and feather with cocktail sticks.


Remove botanic/herbarium specimens from enclosures, recording any information. Blot to remove excess water and air dry slowly.














Separate WET FROM DRY

















Dry


Take to dry area and keep dry.


Wrap with labelled acid-free tissue or Tyvek.


Store in safe place.











FREEZE IF WET?


YES – anything with seeds to prevent germination.
