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PTO for First Aid once salvaged
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Stone and Plaster - Salvage








BEWARE


Stone is heavy, use trolleys and barrows.





HANDlING


Wear gloves.


Marble table tops should be carried vertically.


Plaster is soft when wet, limit handling.

















PROTECTION IN-SITU


(If items cannot be removed)





Place near wall, with polythene underneath and over the object.





Order of Removal to Safe Area





Priority Items from room/s of greatest risk.





Remainder of items.














Stone and Plaster - First Aid








WET


Blot gently with kitchen roll, but NOT if there is an applied finish.


Air-dry.


Monitor for any efflorescence of salts (crystals appearing on the surface).














Separate WET FROM DRY

















Dry


Take to dry area and keep dry.


Cover with labelled acid-free tissue or Tyvek.


Store in safe place.
